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PROLOGUE

»These are statutory provisions and orders of the commune and people of
Split, composed, arranged and presented by a noble and wise gentleman, Mr. Par-
ceval Ivanov of the noble city of Ferma, skilled in church and civil law, the venera-
ble head of Split, in the year of our Lord one thousand three hundred and twelve ...«

These are the opening words of the introduction of the Statute of Split, the
700™ anniversary of which falls in this year 2012. KnjiZevni krug Split, together
with the Faculty of Law of the University of Split and the Faculty of Humanities
and Social Sciences of the University of Split, wants to dedicate due and proper
attention to this, more than grand, jubilee. Indeed, a document such as the Statute
of Split is in every sense the magna charta of our ancient city, one which mirrors
the basic contours of social, economic, and political conditions of the development
of the Split commune, the organization of its government, as well as the structure
and activities of many segments of the life and work of its members, whether
noblemen or commoners. In this regard, the Statute of Split is much more than
a simple legal document — it is a first-class witness of the time and lives of our
people in it, one to mark the centuries in the development of our City and its closer
and wider surroundings with its wording and spirit.

Therefore, its 700™ birthday is the motif and occasion for a scientific and
interdisciplinary reflection in which national and international experts in legal
and historical sciences will be able to say their word on the Statute in order to
review it in its wording and its spirit, so they could once more take measure and
thus look down into the depths of its rich layers in an effort to understand their
message and edification.

Without any doubt, they can be the source of new scientific inspirations and
fruits which can and should once more enkindle a Croatian deep attachment to the
European civilization circle from ancient times until today, our roots in its legacy
and both spiritual and cultural heritage, and what is of special importance, they
could be the base on which Croatia builds its specific identity characteristics in the
community with other European nations in the same way those characteristics were
wisely and calmly built in the provisions of its Statute a full seven hundred years ago.
